Shattered Lives campaign


Every month over a thousand people suffer serious injuries as a result of slips, trips or falls in the workplace. These shattering injuries can be avoided by sensible and proportionate management of the risks. 



The e-learning tools, STEP and WAIT will help to do this.



STEP - Slips and Trips eLearning package


WAIT e-Learning tool


STEP is an eLearning package developed by the HSE, providing slips and trips guidance through interactive learning.



It is an easy way to learn about slips and trips, how they are caused, why preventing them is important and how to tackle them. STEP includes quizzes, videos, animations, case studies and interactive sequences to enhance the learning experience. 



Completing this package will aid understanding of slips and trips, but to reduce accidents you will also need to take action in your workplace.



WAIT (Work at height, Access equipment, Information, Tool) e-Learning tool



WAIT is an eLearning tool developed by the HSE, aimed at the occasional user of access equipment. It will help you choose the safest type of access equipment, if you need to work at height. It is especially useful if you are self employed, a manager or supervisor of a small or medium sized enterprise. 



The tool may also assist individuals who want to find out more information on the variety of work at height access equipment available. It provides guidance based on the information you put in about the type of task you are doing and the environment you are working in. 



WAIT helps you select the most appropriate equipment, and supplement your assessment of the health and safety risks caused by the job. Ideally, you need to use the tool at least a day before the planned work activity, taking into account likely weather conditions etc, as this will help you decide what equipment you need, which you may need to hire.

A survey and case study evaluation


During the period 2004 - 2007 HSE carried out a targeted initiative to reduce slips and trips accidents in NHS Trusts. A key element of the initiative was a one-day Slips and Trips Workshop, customised for the healthcare sector, and delivered regionally in 23 locations around the UK. The Workshops were targeted specifically at health and safety and other relevant practitioners working in NHS establishments. The aim of the Workshops was to: 



· raise the profile of slips and trips as a health and safety issue; 



· impart information about the range of slip and trip improvement measures available to NHS Trusts; 



· make known the various sources of support and guidance that NHS Trusts can call on when addressing slip and trip related issues. 



Evaluation questionnaires completed by delegates at the end of the workshops showed them to be very well received (see Appendix 6). This study looks at the impact of the Workshops in terms of subsequent slips and trips reduction measures put in place by NHS Trusts

Current Consultations & Discussions


CD228 - Consultation on Amendments to the Pipeline Safety Regulations 1996 and the Health and Safety (Fees) Regulations


The consultation began on 7 December 2009 and ends on 1 March 2010.


This consultation seeks comments on the proposed amendments to the Pipeline Safety Regulations (PSR) – 1996 and outlines the amendments HSE intends to make to the Health and Safety (Fees) Regulations.  



The 1996 PSR Regulations provide for the management of pipeline safety and apply to all pipelines in Great Britain and to all pipelines in UK territorial waters and on the UK Continental Shelf. 



HSE have also taken the opportunity whilst working on the proposed amendments to PSR to review both the Regulations generally and the underlying guidance in order to improve the clarity of the text and consequently provide duty holders with a better understanding of obligations proposed. HSE welcome any feedback on this review.


CD227 - A consultative document on legislation to implement the Physical Agents (Artificial Optical Radiation) Directive 2006/25/EC[2]

The consultation began on 9 November 2009 and ends on 5 February 2010.


This consultation seeks comments on the proposed Control of Artificial Optical Radiation at Work Regulations which will bring into law in Great Britain the European Physical Agents (Artificial Optical Radiation) Directive.


The Regulations will ensure that employers using hazardous sources of light review their approach to take proper account of the risks.
